In 2006 he released his debut
album with Samo Salamon and Achille Succi for italian label Splasch records. Since 2014 till
today he is regulary publishing music for prepared drums that he is constructing by himself.
His albums are regulary reviewed by international media on improvisation and
electroacoustic music. He is part of experimental project Partija with visual artist Matej
Stupica, member of bands Ludovik Material and Darla Smoking. Performed in independent
theatre shows Gremo Vsi!, Novo mesto Readymade and Nein.

He just released his new electro acoustic album dedicated
to composer Morton Feldman and integrating modular synth into his preapred drumset.
